Meeting commenced at 6.45pm
· Opening prayer was said by Kola Akinwale
· The President made his opening remarks and welcomed all members
· 1 minute silence was observed for late Grammarian, Ajibola Olayinka
· Adoption of last minute by Kola Akinwale/ Kolade Oke
UPDATE ON FOUNDER’S DAY & 10 YEAR ANNIVERSARY EVENTS
· The President stated that the venue for the upcoming events has now been secured with a 20% deposit payment of the total cost. He also advised that OGS UK had to make a representation to the management of the Quality Hotel and have been informed that CRB checks would be conducted on the executive officers before OGS UK are given final approval to make use of this venue.
· The Social Sec informed the floor that some members have allegedly been making malicious suggestion to other members regarding the £200 contribution by stating for example that the OGS UK execs are not transparent and therefore susceptible to misappropriating the association monies and or collected funds, with the motive to discourage those members from paying up their contributions. 
· Members were all very disappointed and could not believe that any grammarian would have felt the need to make such an outrageous allegation particularly as the executives have always made it a point of duty to circulate OGS UK bank statements and gave updates on income and expenditure to everybody at every meeting. 
· They charged any member who may have concerns to air their views in an appropriate manner or at meetings rather than indulge in making false allegations behind and causing undue mischief. 
· Members all re-affirmed their unwavering confidence in the integrity of the OGS UK executives and also made known their unflinching support for the officers who they trust will always spend the association funds judiciously and endeavour to render up to date accounts on any current or future events/projects from time to time.
· The Social Sec explained further that the £200 contribution requested from members is rather appropriate and not without some considerations, given that we have very limited funds in our account and have estimated spending over £6000 for the events with cost of venue alone gulping almost half of this amount.

· The chosen venue is very popular and may seem expensive simply as a result of demand, particularly during the summer months.

· The hotel management will not reduce this fee of £3100, however, they have given us concessions in form of discounts on rooms for members who may wish to stay overnight and to bring our own food, etc.
· WO informs that Quality Hotel costs a considerable amount even five years ago, so £3k now is not so bad. He however suggests a breakdown of costs to be sent by email asap to all OGS UK members in order to keep them better informed and to address their concerns. Social Sec to action this by next meeting.
· We will need to provide security at a cost of £15 per hour for several hours with an OGS member stationed alongside the security guy to monitor and safe guard any gate takings as we need to recoup as much money spent as possible.

· Social Sec has already spoken to DJ KC who is willing to perform at a cost £450. Some members are against the use of KC as they claim that other DJs may likely to do a better job. L Peters suggests Fegbewo (an OGS member) who was immediately contacted but informed he would not be available.
· The choice of a suitable DJ is still open. KA has promised to look into this and liaise with the Social Sec. 

· Social Sec contacted BEN TV through Ladeneka (an Old Boy). They will charge £450 to cover the events but members are in doubt of the effectiveness and value for money that will be derived from BEN TV. Members have suggested we also look into other modes of media coverage.
FUNDS FROM ANNUAL DUES & CONTRIBUTIONS, ETC

· Financial Sec informs that only four members have so far paid up their contributions.

· AB informs he had completed Standing Order mandates three or four meetings back but no money has been deducted from his account till date. Also, LP informs he too has been told by Financial Sec he hasn’t been paying his dues when he actually has been. Financial Sec promised to look into these and reconcile the accounts accordingly
· Social Sec again appealed to members who have made pledges to redeem their pledges asap.

· If members have friends, uncles, etc, in high places that we can invite as special guests and who will be willing to donate to the OGS, please let us know.

· WO suggests we speak to Akin Joachin requesting Senator Ashafa, etc, for donations or to convey the message that the OGS UK wishes to recognize them. LP to also look into hooking us up with Chief Disu
· WO also suggests we write to ARIK AIRLINE requesting to make them our corporate sponsors.

· PKAO implores all members to play our parts, not to relax on our oars and to promptly make efforts to pay our £200 contribution irrespective of any large sum pledges or donations that may have been made by OGS UK members.

· Arik Airline flight ticket won at the NNSFF event last year may be used to raise some money towards the July events. KA to deal. If members do not pay, they will not be admitted to the events. 

· WO and SG still believe a timeline/key milestones are required for the planning of these events. Social Sec informs that will be done by next meeting.

WEBSITE DESIGN

· The Sec Gen informs the house that Web Designer has now been selected to build the OGS website.
· Deposit payment has been made and a draft agreement issued. 
· Contents for the website are now being sourced and all members are encouraged to assist with suitable materials – images, stories, interesting articles about individuals, the CMS Grammar School, OGS UK, projects undertaken, etc.
